Members can also use the built-in forum functionality to keep in contact and see how everybody is doing. They can create new discussions and/or participate in existing ones.

How does it work?

The website will be physically hosted in Europe. We’ve got a fast connection to all of Europe and the United States. This will guarantee fast download times and virtually no waiting for large pages to load.

As a tour operator, you are able to create a new site for each tour your company organizes, which will exist on the server for a certain period of time. Before that period expires, the members will have the opportunity to have a CD created that contains their site, so they can browse through it at home. Once this period expires, the site will be removed from the server.

Uploading photos to the site

The ‘Upload Area’ provides members with the opportunity to store their pictures on the site. All they have to do is create a zip-file containing their pictures and start the upload process. The file will be uploaded to the server, be unpacked and smaller versions of the photo will automatically be generated. The pictures are then added to the database and the user is redirected to a page where details about the pictures can be entered. Because this is all automated, the site requires very low maintenance.
